	"Act" means the Maharashtra Agricultural Universities (Krishi Vidyapeeth) Act, 1983          (Mah. Act. No. XIII of 1983).

	"Adviser" (Chairman) means the students' Adviser guiding post-graduate programme of studies.

	"Advisory Committee" means the committee constituted to plan, supervise and guide the post-graduate programme of a student.

	"Counsellor" means an academic staff member, who will help a batch of students assigned to him in planning of their studies and faster close personal relationship.

	"Course" means a unit of instruction or a segment of subject matter carrying a specific number of credits in a semester as may be determined from time to time by their appropriate authority of the University.

	"Course content" means a concise outline of the subject matter of a course.

	"Credit" means one clock hour learning in theory or minimum two clock hours in laboratory/field assignment/tutorial per week.

	"Credit hour" means a quantitative measure of work done by a student in respect of a course namely.

	One hour work in the class and in addition library and /or tutorial work to make two clock hours.

	Practical work in the laboratory and / or field assignment and /or library work of not less than two (2) hours duration.

	"Credit load" means the quantum of credits undertaken by a student in a semester.

	"Cumulative grade point average" (C.G.P.A.) means the quotient of the total grade points obtained by a student in a course during the degree programme divided by the total number of credits successfully completed.

	"Curriculum" means a series of courses selected and designed to provide training to meet the prescribed requirements for a degree.

	"Department" means a subject unit of the Faculty to manage teaching, research and extension education activities in the jurisdiction of the University. A department may have one or more disciplines.

	"Discipline" means a field of specialization.

	"Grade point " means the actual percentage of marks obtained by a student in a particular course divided by 10 and expressed to one decimal place

	"Grade point average" (C.G.P.A.) means the quotient of the total grade points obtained by a student in the courses during a semester divided by the total number of credits of courses successfully completed in that semester.

	"Credit point" The credit point of a course is the product of credit and grade point.

	"Head of the Department "means the academic staff member principally responsible for teaching, research and extension education programmes of a Department in the University.

	"Head of the section" means the academic staff member who is working as in-charge of the section and is responsible for teaching, research and extension education programmes of College / Institute / Centre.

	"Major field" means the discipline for which the candidate registers for post-graduate degree.

	"Major field" means the discipline related and relevant to the topic of research / field of specialisation.

	Words and expressions used in the Act, Statutes and Regulations and not defined in this Regulation shall have the meaning assigned to it in the Act, Statues or Regulations as the case may be.

	An academic year shall normally commence in the month of June / July and end in the month of April. / May of the following calendar year. It shall be divided into two semesters each of 20 weeks duration. Dates of registration, commencement of instructions, semester-end examination, end of semester and academic year etc. shall be determined by the MCAER from time to time and notified accordingly.

	Selection of candidates for the first semester or post-graduate courses shall be made in accordance with the provisions of the Regulation made in this behalf by the MCAER from time to time.

	Fees levied on account of registration tuition, hostel, students' council, examination, and other items shall be such as determined by the Executive Council from time to time.

	Candidates selected for provisional admission to a post-graduate degree programme shall report to the respective Associate Dean / Principal of the College during the period notified by the Registrar of the University and shall received from the Associate Dean / Principal necessary directives for registration.

	After receipt of the roster forms from students, the Associate Dean / Principal of the college shall prepare a list of students end forward the same to the Registrar, normally within a month. registrar shall allow

	c)
	A student seeking admission to semester other than the first shall be permitted by the Associate Dean / Principal on payment of a late fee of Rs. 5/- per day upto a period of ten working days from and including the day notified for registration. No registration shall be permitted on the expiry of this period. The amount of fine so collected shall be credited to the students' and fund.

	
	
	
	d)
	Medical examination is compulsory for all the students every year and the same should be get done from the civil surgeon / Medical officer as directed by the university within a period of two months from the date of admission. the result of the medical examination will  be communicated by the Associate Dean to the Registrar and the Director of Students' Welfare. If a student is medically defective, the Associate Dean will inform the student & his parent / guardian for rectification of defects. If a student is found medically unfit he is liable to be discontinued from the University.

       If a student fails to appear at the medical examination arranged by the University, he will have to get himself medically examined from the above medical authorities at his own expenses and produce examination report before the end of first semester. In case he fails to produce the medical examination report within the specified time, he will not be allowed to appear for the subsequent examination.

	Students who are provisionally admitted in this University shall have to apply in the prescribed form alongwith the original and true copies of the testimonials for eligibility immediately after his registration. Each student shall pay eligibility fee as follows :

	Students migration from any other Agril.University in the state of Maharashtra shall not be required to apply for eligibility certificate.

	Students migrating from the Universities or statutory examining bodies outside the Maharashtra State and seeking admission in this University shall be required to pay Rs. 20/- (Rs. Twenty ) only. If no such certificate can be issued by the University for any reason, the said fee shall be refunded. No student from other University or statutory examining body shall finally be admitted to any Institute / college constituent or affiliated to this University without the production of an eligibility certificate signed by the Registrar of this University.

	For students migrating from Universities outside India, the examinations conducted by such Universities or examining bodies shall be given general equivalence according to the rules prescribed for standard of passing and after verifying the courses catalogues / syllabus etc. on reciprocal basis. In the absence of this, students possessing qualifications of such University / Boards etc. shall be deemed to have been provisionally admitted on merit of each case. Such provisional admission shall be finally confirmed only after the issue of an eligibility certificate by the Registrar of this University within a period of one year.

	On application by a student, subject to availability of a seat, the Registrar in consultation with the concerned Dean may admit the said student in the college provided the student obtains no objection certificate from the Associate Dean of the college where the student is already registered and that such a transfer shall take effect only from the commencement of the next academic year. In such cases, it shall be permissible for the student to transfer the credits.

	Transfer of student will not however be permitted in case of student who has been expelled by the authority of the University or constituent or offiliated college by way of punishment.

	A student should get 50% refund of tuition fees, 100% caution money and 100% examination fees, if he/she desires to cancel his/her admission for bonafide reasons and applios within one month after registration. After completion of course, if the student does not claim caution money within three months, the amount shall be deposited to the poor students' Aid Fund.

	A student who discontinues / leaves with permission the college after completing two semesters may be readmitted by the Registrar of the University on request by the student within three years of discontinuing / leaving the college provided that said curriculum of studies is in vogue such permission for readmission shall be granted only once during the post-graduate programme.

	The details of the courses, credits and curricula of degree programmes shall be such, as may be determined from time to time by the academic council in consultation with the respective faculty and the boards of studies in the faculty.

	For each student admitted to post-graduate degree an advisory committee consisting of minimum three members & not exceeding five from both the major and minor fields of specialisation shall be constituted. A proposal for the formation of an Advisory Committee shall be forwarded in the prescribed proforma in five copies (Annexure - II) for approval to the Dean / Associate Dean (post-graduate) within six weeks from the date of registration of the first semester. A copy of the approved Advisory Committee should be sent to the Registrar.

	Every student shall have a recognised major advisory from the major field of specialisation and he shall function as chairman of the Advisory Committee.

	The other members of the Advisory Committee shall be suggested by the Chairman of the Advisory Committee in consultation with the Heads of Department of the major and minor disciplines and also with the knowledge and consent of the members concerned. The second member in the Advisory Committee shall be from the student's major field. No Faculty member shall generally be a member of more than ten Advisory Committees unless permitted by the Dean.

	In case of newly admitted students, the concerned Head of the Department shall function as Chairman of the Advisory Committee till the Advisory Committee is constituted.

	Whenever the Chairman of a student's Advisory Committee is not available for any reason, another member from the student's major field nominated by the Dean / Associate Dean (Post-Graduate) in consultation with the Head of the Department shall take over as Chairman. The vacancy so caused in the membership shall be filled in by appointments of another faculty member.

	The advisory committee of each student shall meet atleast once in a semester and send an assessment report to the Associate Dean through the Head of the department.

D. course plan, such exemption of credits shall be allowed only to the extent of 12 credits on the recommendation of the Advisory committee and Head of the Department and approved by the Dean / Associate Dean (Post-graduate). The exempted credit grades shall not be counted for working out CGPA. But will appear in transcript and the word exempted shall be written instead of grade.

	The course plan for the degree programmes shall be so designed as to enable the student to achieve proficiency in the field of his specialisation and supporting disciplines. The course plan shall be finished by the Advisory Committee taking into consideration the students academic record and training requirements in the particular field. The final course plan in the prescribed from (Annexure - III) shall in the prescribed form (Annexure - III) shall be forwarded to the Dean / Associate Dean (Post-graduate) within six weeks from the date of registration of first semester for approval. Any change in the course plan shall require a prior approval of the Dean / Associate Dean (Post-graduate)

	On recommendation of the Advisory Committee a student shall add to his course plan any course for auditing. the prescribed attendance shall be maintained. The details of such audited course (s) shall appear in the grade card / transcript.

	A Master Degree student shall give one seminar in the major field of his studies while a Ph.D. student shall give an additional seminar in minor field. The members of the advisory committee shall finalised the topic of the seminar. The seminar evaluation committee consisting of three academic staff members including major advisor and Head of the Department / Section shall assess the performance as per details given in Annexure-V


	Outline of Research Work (ORW)

	ORW of a student in the prescribed proforma (Annexure - VI) recommended by the Advisory Committee shall be sent for the approval of the Dean / Associate Dean (Post-graduate) before the end of the second semester. The ORW should indicate a precise title of research topic, its importance, review of literature, methodology, facilities required and time schedule for completion of the research work. Before finalising the ORW of the students, it should be discussed in respective board of studies, suggestions, if any, should be incorporated by the Advisory committee. Certificate to that effect signed by the Research Guide and professor and countersigned by the Head of the Department shall be furnished by the Head of the Department. Change in the ORW should be got approved by the respective Dean / Associate Dean (Post-graduate)

	Residential requirements

	The minimum residential requirement for Master's and Doctorate degree programme is four semesters, from the date of admission. The maximum time limit for completion of masters programme should be four years and that for Ph.D. degree should be six years from the date of admission.

Extension in this time limit for completion of the programme upto one year may be granted by the faculty on recommendation from the Advisory Committee, Head of the Department and the Associate Dean on valid ground.

	Every student shall attend all lectures, practicals, library work, extension education visits, study tours and the meetings with teacher, adviser etc.

	Each teacher shall maintain a record of students attendance in a roster for each course taught or deemed to have been taught by him in a semester.

	If a student fails to attend 80% (eighty percent) of the total number of scheduled lectures and practicals separately in a laboratory / field / assignment, classes in a course held and deemed to have been held during a semester, he shall not be eligible to appear at the semester-end examination and shall be declared as failed. 

Such a student shall repeat the course (s) when offered. The Associate Dean may condone the shortage in attendance upto a maximum limit of 15% of the total attendance on valid reasons. A student participating in inter-collegiate and higher level tournament activities sponsored by the University should be deemed to have attended the classes during such period.

	A student repeating the courses who has appeared and failed is exempted from the attendance.

	A student's progress in a course shall be judged through well spread out periodical examination. Mid semester theory examinations shall be conducted by the course teacher / Associate Dean principal when approximately half the course content is completed. It shall consist of theory paper of one, hour and practical of two hours duration. There shall be maximum two theory papers per day. The practical examination shall be conducted immediately before / after theory examination ,during respective practical period. The semester end theory examination programme shall be notified by the Registrar. The semester-end theory examination shall be minimum of two hours duration. There shall be one / two theory papers per day for regular students. The practical semester-end examination shall be of minimum two hours duration with 100 marks. No student shall be examined in more than two practicals per day.

	The allocation of marks between the theory and practical / field work examination shall be proportionate to the number of credits (for example a course with two credits for theory work and one credit for laboratory / field work, allocation of marks between theory and practical / field work examinations shall be in the proportion of 2 : 1)

	Student missing mid-semester examination on valid reasons shall be examined by the course teacher within a fortnight. Such examination shall be conducted only one.

	The Registrar shall ensure that s student's academic performance card (Annexure-VII) containing information regarding the courses offered, points awarded, percentage obtained and the students academic status is made available to him and the Chairman and the Advisory Committee members before the date of registration for the next semester.

	In case of unavoidable circumstances, if a student wants a help of a writer at the time of examination the Associate Dean shall provide a writer who must be a graduate other than the faculty to which the concerned student is appearing. The remuneration to the writer shall be given by the University.

	At the end of semester a student shall be given grade-points in 0-10 point scale on the basis of his performance in various examinations. the percentage of marks earned in a course is divided by 10 and is expressed to one decimal place. This represents the grade point. A minimum grade point of 6.5 is required for passing a particulars course. The product of the course. The grade point average for all the courses in a semester is calculated by dividing the total grade by total credit hours of the courses completed in that semester. The C.G.P.A. for all the semester is calculated by dividing total number credit points by the total credit hours of courses of all these semestrs.

The students who have 80% attendance, but failed in courses can apply for the semester end examination directly without attending the classes in that course/s. However, such student (s) shall have to register by filling the said courses in the roster form and by payment of fees of    Rs. 10/- per course. Such repeat courses shall not be considered for the maximum credit load prescribed for the semester.

	The qualifying examination is meant to judge the students' candidature for the degree programme. This examination shall be given to assess the overall ability of the student to conduct research with the theoretical background he possesses. A proposal for holding qualifying examination shall be sent to the Associate Dean in the prescribed proforma (Annexure - VIII)

	The qualifying examination shall consist of one written paper of 100 marks in major field for Master's degree and two papers of 100 marks each of 3 hours duration for Ph.D. degree covering major and minor field.

	A notice for holding the qualifying examination for the students in the discipline to be held at one time as far as possible shall be issued tleast a month in advance by the Head of the Department. The qualifying examination shall be given only after completion of 80% of course work with a minimum CGPA of 6.50 and 7.00 for Master's degree and Ph.D. programmes respectively.

	The qualifying examination shall be completed atleast six months in advance of the students completion of the degree programme. After successful completion of the written examination securing a minimum of 65% marks, the advisory committee shall held a viva-voce of students appeared for master's degree The viva-voce of Ph.D. students shall be conducted by the Advisory Committee with one additional member from outside the university. The external examiner shall be appointed by the university preferably from the panel of three experts approved by the Dean in consultation with concerned Head of the Department and Associate Dean.

      An exhaustive list of panel of experts shall be prepared by the concerned  Boards of Studies once in three years and got approved from the Executive Council.

	In case of the external examiner dose not recommend the thesis for the award of the degree,  the University  may refer the thesis for evaluation to a second external examiner recommends the thesis for acceptance, his recommendation may be accepted. They shall ordinarily be scosen from a panel of atleast five specialists in the particular field suggested by the Head of the Department and approved by the Dean of the Faculty in consultation with the Associate Dean .

The external examiners shall send their reports on the thesis directly to the Registrar.

	In case the report of both the external examiners are favourable, the thesis shall be considered for the award of the degree. In case of unfavourable report  from one of the external examiners, the University may refer the thesis for  evaluation to a third examiner preferably chosen from the panel.
